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1) Broaden their knowledge and awareness of principles and practical techniques in teaching
English language skills, especially communicative teaching skills in a higher education

setting.
2) Enhance their own language skills and strengthen their ability to communicate in English.
3) Increase their awareness of curriculum, materials, and assessment within the TEFL field.

The participants will build on their awareness and competence in the following areas in

methods and materials development:

4) Development and practice of current TEFL methodology in the various skill areas for college

learners.

5) Classroom management techniques for both virtual and in-person settings: the changing

role of the faculty and student in the classroom

6) Ways of assessing and achieving course/lesson aims: student-centered lesson planning &

teaching

7) Language teaching techniques: guiding participants through skills practice vs. passing on

knowledge
8) Ways of assessing student progress: making the test fit the skill

9) Discussing and comparing the Chinese educational system with the U.S. educational

system:

educational reform, virtual learning and its emotional stress on students, faculty as leaders,

and other current topics

10) Exploring student learning styles: Effective strategies to enhance learning



11) Developing materials: Gathering, adapting, and making materials for the classroom
